■ Points are listed for each school in 18 of 19 UIL team sports. Girls
wrestling is not included because too few schools fielded teams.
Points are awarded to the top six finishers in district competition, six
for first place, five for second and so on.

■ In football, volleyball, team tennis, basketball, soccer,
baseball and softball, one bonus point is awarded for each
playoff victory or bye. Regional champions are given a flat
total of six bonus points. A team that wins a state semifinal
gets a flat total of seven bonus points. A state champion
gets a flat total of nine bonus points.

■ In team tennis, district tournaments supersede regular-season standings
where applicable.

■ In cross country, swimming, wrestling, track and field and golf, bonus points
are awarded on a 6-5-4-3-2-1 basis for team finishes are regionals and on a 3-2-1
basis for team finishes at state. In sports where B teams compete, only the
school’s top finisher earned points. District affiliation varied in some sports.
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The facts

All-Sports title six of the last seven years
since moving up to Class 5A prior to the
2002-03 school year. Carroll won the 4A
title in 2001 and 2002.

The highlights
The girls cross country teams finished third in the state

while the boys team finished second at regionals.
